The second required session on Adult Sexual Misconduct Prevention is for all clergy and church or diocesan
employees. It is offered on an optional basis to volunteers who regularly supervise youth activities and to
unpaid Sunday School teachers.

This program was started a few years ago and was attended by almost all current diocesan clergy and
compensated employees. It is offered now for compensated employees, volunteers who regularly work with
children, people in the ordination process, and new clergy in Maine to fulfill the obligations set forth in the
diocesan policy.
